	Statement of Significance:

Bansky is a British artist who has reinvented the art of graffiti.  Graffiti is widely seen as vandalism and rightly so.  “Tagging” can be seen on buildings signs bridges where names have been signed or stencils have been painted to make ones mark or claim territory.  This is the defacement of property and is illegal.  Bansy has taken this type of vandalism and turned it into an art form by incorporating a message and developing content that is less self indulgent than traditional forms of graffiti.  These are messages to our culture.  Bansky’s most recognizable work is created with stencils and usually focuses on images that create some sort of paradox.  The Flower chucker is a great example of this type of work.  He depicts an individual who would normally be throwing a Molotov cocktail, an instrument of terrorism, chucking a bouquet of flowers, a symbol of peace and love. This is a commentary on peace and war challenging us to attack or terrorize the world with peace.
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
