- These are the actual lines traveling to the vanishing points from the front face.

- This is the spot where all the lines meet as they appear to go further away.

- The edge closest to the viewer on an object in 2pt and 3pt perspective.
- This shows where the sky and ground meet.  Also shows how high above the scene or below the scene the viewer is.

- The surface closest to the viewer on an object according to 1pt perspective.

6.  Locate the 2 VP by marking in 4 OL using a ruler to draw them in.  Where they intersect is the vanishing point. (4pts)

2PT MAGRITTE INVASTION PROJECT 7th

Objective: Use 2 point perspective to create a work inspired by the Surrealist Rene Magritte.

Rene Magritte:  A Surrealist painter who took ordinary things and depicted them in surprising ways.  This tends to gives the viewer the sense that they are in a dream looking in on an unnatural world.  He is famous for the hats seen in the picture below and often floats things in the sky or changes the texture of objects in interesting ways.
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Project:

1. Tape your drawing paper on a larger piece of construction paper.

2. Draw your horizon line with a ruler ¼ to 1/8 of the distance above the bottom of the page.

3. Draw your vanishing point on the horizon line 2 inches past the edge of your drawing paper.

4. Draw 3 layers of landscape.  First one should be the roughest and last one should be mountain shaped.

5. Using a ruler draw your Front Edge of a floating sky block and fill in overlapping blocs behind and beside it. 

6. Free hand draw over your lines with a dark crayon.

7. Last use watercolor to paint your scene.

a. Wet into wet for sky using light blue, be sure to paint the sky the lightest as the horizon and darkest at the top of page

b. Paint landscape wet on dry light in the background and darker in foreground

c. Paint blocks darkest on the bottom, medium and light on the sides.

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1. Draw FF – edges should be parallel to the edges of your paper.





2.  Draw OL – from each corner to VP but never through the FF





3.  Draw BF – edges should be parallel with corresponding FF edge.





4.  Erase OL between object and VP.  Also erase HL where hidden behind objects.
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1. Draw FE – edge should be parallel to the sides of your paper.





2.  Draw OL – from top and bottom of FE to each VP.  This will be 4 lines.





3.  Draw BE – edges should be parallel with corresponding FE.





4.  Draw last 2 OL from corners of form closest to the HL.  Where they intersect is the back corner of box.





5.  Erase all extraneous lines.  Also erase HL where hidden behind objects.
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
