1. ___________ is the kind of printing that involves the use of carving tools to create a stamp like surface.  The highest points hold ink and print the image and the low points do not hold ink and therefore are where the paper shows through.
2. A ___________ is used to burnish the back of the paper to be printed in order to insure uniform contact with the inked block
3. When printing the ink is applied to the block with a small roller known as a ______________.

4. ___________ is a kind of printing that is done on a stone and operates on the principle that oil and water separate.  The image is drawn with a waxy crayon and before ink is applied the stone is wet.  When the oil based ink is rolled over the surface it clings to the wax and not to the wet stone. 
5. When using the relief printing process a __________ is used to carve away block material to create the relief necessary for a block to print.

6. This kind of printing is usually done on a metal or plexy glass plate.  In this method the areas that are carved away hold the ink and print.  The uncarved surface is wiped off before printing and is where the paper shows through.  Methods for marking the plate include etching, engraving, drypoint, aquatint, and mezzotint.  The term that encompasses all of these methods is known as ______________.
7. _______________ is a group of similar works that obviously go together because they have a something that ties them together like the same design, size, color scheme, or shape.

8. In this method a fine mesh cloth is coated with a photosensitive paint and when exposed to light the paint solidifies not allowing ink to pass through the screen.  Where light is blocked the paint remains soluble and is washed away.  This is where the ink passes through.  Designs are often printed on T-shirts using this method known as _____________ or screen-printing.

CARVING STEPS:
1. Use a blade (x-acto or appropriate blade) to cut in along the edges of the area you plan to cut out.

2. Use a gouge to scoop out block material in a direction perpendicular to the edge of area to be carved out.

3. Make sure NEVER to bury top edges of the gouge or else you will tear your block.
4. NEVER go too deep when cutting or gouging because your block is fragile and if it breaks you will need to start over to finish project.

5. Next carve another color space away and color it in on your 2nd stage and 3rd stage blocks.  PRINT 2ND STAGE
6. Last carve your 3rd stage away and color it in in your 3rd stage block.  PRINT 3RD  STAGE

3 STAGE BLOCK PRINT SERIES 8th

Objective: Show an understanding of what it means to make a series and learn the process of creating a 3 stage relief block print.
Project – Mount your 4 best 3 stage block prints as a series as pictured below

1. Choose 8 half sheets of construction paper (5 ½”x8 ½”) and write your name at the top or each and put them in a folder

2. Trace your design onto a 4” square of tracing paper
3. Flip tracing paper over on your block and do a graphite transfer to get your design on your block.

4. WRITE YOUR NAME ON THE BACK OF THE BLOCK RIGHT SIDE UP so you can making sure the name on your block and the name on your paper are both the same direction when printing.  This will help you make sure you don’t have your block turned when printing.

5. SAVE YOUR TRACING PAPER in your folder so you have it if your block breaks and need to carve a new block.

6. Carve out your first stage.  (lines w/ knife first, then gouge in a perpendicular direction to the line you just carved)

7. Print 1st stage 8 times so grab more paper if you only get 6 good prints.  After this there is not printing your 1st stage again
a. Ink block evenly with brayer

b. Flip block over making sure your name is right side up on sheet and back of block and carefully stick it down to one of your sheets without sliding it. 

c. Carefully flip it over and burnish the back with the back of a spoon. Making sure to get an even print.
d. Peal it off and put it on the drying rack.

8. Repeat the process for 2nd and 3rd stage prints

9. Cut them out and mount them as a series.
